I have been helping out on the Ercoupe pro-

ject so most of my Monday Evenings have 
been spent at Bill Papach's shop. We've been 
making some good progress on the Ercoupe 
(most of the time). However, A couple of 
weeks back, Bill wanted me and Kathryn to 
put rivets in some holes that were not going to 
be used, just to fill them up. Well, when I tried 
to put in the very first rivet, the rivet gun 
must've been set too high because the tip of 
the gun went right through the side of the air-
plane! I felt awful. Instead of a 1/8" diameter 
hole, it now looked like the plane was hit with 
a 44-magnum slug. I fashioned a patch and 
riveted it on from the inside. Next week Mon-
day, I'll mix up some bondo and fill the hole. I 
can't believe that I did that. I really need more 
riveting practice. 

 
When I'm not putting holes in Bill’s plane (or 

working) I'm trying to get my instrument rat-
ing. As many of you know, I've upgraded the 
panel in my airplane so that the plane can be 
used as an instrument trainer. Having done 
that, my Training has commenced (and coin-
cidentally so has Liz’s). My first lesson was 
last week and my instructor had me doing ba-
sic attitude flying under the hood. Constant 
rate climbs and descents, timed turns, partial 
panel and stuff like that. For next week, my 
instructor wants me to create two user de-
fined waypoints that we can load into the GPS 
that we will use to do holds around and prac-
tice instrument approaches, etc. That way we 
will stay away from other traffic while I prac-
tice the basics.
