I was 
holding at the KATHI intersection yesterday 
and my groundspeed reading was 52 knots on 

the inbound leg and 130 knots outbound. Just 
try timing that! After I turned outbound and 
started my timer it was time to turn back. To 
top it all off, it was a crosswind so that the 
turn outbound pushed me so far out, I had to 
claw my way back to the holding fix.  

 
Liz had some excitement during one of 

her lessons. She had just finished shooting 
some ILS’s into KIAG and had started back to 
Lancaster when Buffalo Approach called her 
up and ask for a favor. Evidently they were 
talking to an aircraft that was experiencing al-
ternator problems and wanted assistance to 
the nearest landing area. Subsequently ATC 
lost communication and after that the plane 
dropped off radar. Approach told Liz that they 
dropped off about 3 miles from her position 
and wanted her to go see if she could find 
them. After getting a vector, she, along with 
instructor Bob, flew the plane to the spot they 
lost contact and Liz found the plane!  

 
I had heard that the pilot of that plane 

put it down in the field because of an alterna-
tor failure. I thought, “That’s not a reason to 
put a plane in a field, he should have just 
flown to an airport and landed!” Later I discov-
ered that the Seabee that went down had a 
automobile engine (Corvette I think). That ex-
plains it, with a Corvette engine, you lose a 
belt, you lose engine cooling, electrical, spark 
(eventually) and it is suddenly more urgent to 
get the craft on the ground. There is some-
thing to be said about the 60 year old technol-
ogy that powers the bulk of GA! Don’t get me 
wrong, modern, high tech engines are very 
reliable, but as the pilot of the Seabee said, 
I’m glad I wasn’t over the mountains of TN 
when it happened.

While Airventure 2009 is still a few 
months away, plans are being finalized for 
members who will be part of the chapter’s an-
nual weeklong camping party!  

 
I will be traveling to Oshkosh on Tues-

day, July 21st.  Campsites will be purchased 
on Wednesday morning the 22nd.  The cost 
for a campsite has increased again and is now 
$21 per day.  Payment for the site must be 
made through the end of the show on Sunday 
night.  The cost for each 20’x30’ site is $252 
($21 x 12 days).  If you leave the show prior to 
the end of the event, you will receive a refund 
of $21 for each unused day. 

 
To camp with the group, you MUST 

reserve your space and pre-pay .  “Drop ins” 
during the show will need to find their own 
camping space elsewhere in the camp-
grounds. You will NOT be able to camp with 
the chapter if you do not pre-pay!  

 
Please have a check made out to EAA 

for the total number of sites you would like to 
reserve.  Make Sure To Include Your EAA 
Membership Number on the Check!  

 
 If you membership is not paid, please 

add the amount to your check. If you renew by 
mail in late June or July, your membership 
may not be in the system and you may need 
to pay twice.  I must have the checks (or cash) 
in hand by Monday July 20th. 

 
Each site may have one camping unit 

and one vehicle.  Like last year, Large RV’s 
or cars with trailers will only be charged 
the one site camping rate of $21 per day! 
(Previously, they were required to purchase 
two spaces.) 

 
To properly lay out the camp site I will 

know what type of camping gear you will have 
on the site. (Car & tent, car & trailer, car & 
pop-up, RV, etc.)  EAA is also doing a census 
on the number of campers.  Please let me 
know the number of campers that will be in 
your party. 

 
We will pick up your camping unit pass

The path to the moon started in Western New York with the first successful flight of the Bell XS-1 
by breaking the sound barrier.
